This silly song is a great introduction to rhyming. Though the book is wordless,

I've included an optional page with the text so you can show children what rhyming
words /ook like. They will see the ending letters and sounds are the same. Or as I like
to say, all of the words have an og! If you want to get really fancy you can fold the
left side of the paper over, covering the first sounds. Hold it up and say, “ In this song
there is an og, an og, an og, and an og, pointing to the letters.” When the children
point to the pictures and correct you, unfold the paper revealing the complete words.
Then as you then read them they will hear that reading rhyming words is just plain
fun, and that is a great introduction to this very silly song!
